mostly to conservative ranks. They believe this is due to our stands on is-

sues of justice, which is simply not true. The fact that the church has so 

many meaningless squabbles may contribute to a younger generation that 

sees such controversy as meaningless, but not the fact that we stand for 

doing what is right and just.  
  

Yes, church attendance continues to decrease. People are going to other 

places like the park and Starbucks, or spending weekends home after a 

hectic week of Mom and Dad working and kids in school or day care.  

Family time is becoming a priority.   Let me say it: family time is important 

and families need to do that! 
  

Yet, having said that, there is the other side of the coin. How do our       

children develop a spiritual depth without the grounding church
