THROUGH 2011 
 

As part of the Tax Relief,            

Unemployment Insurance Reau-

thorization, and Job Creation Act 

of 2010, individuals age 70½ or 

older may now make tax-free 

transfers up to $100,000 from an 

IRA to the Church of the Covenant 

for the 2011 tax year. 
 

Gifts for the 2011 tax year may be 

made until December 31, 2011.  

These gifts fulfill some or all of the 

required minimum distribution 

without increasing taxable in-

come.

OFFERING OF LETTERS  

SUNDAY, MAY 8 
 

This year the Outreach and Social Justice 

Committee, in cooperation with Bread for 

the World, will conduct an Offering of      

Letters on Sunday May 8 both at the Second 

Sunday Breakfast and after worship in the 

library during the reception.  
 

The goal for the 2011 Offering of Letters is to ask Congress to reform the 

way the United States delivers foreign assistance so it will help millions of 

people in poor countries move out of hunger and poverty. We want clearer 

accountability for how U.S. aid  dollars are spent and their results.  
 

Letters to Congress do make a difference  
Another priority is to see that U.S. aid meets the needs and wants of local 

people in recipient communities. Last year the 2010 Offering of Letters 

urged Congress to adopt changes to U.S. tax policy that would benefit low-

income families. We asked that Congress extend and strengthen the 

Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC) and the Child Tax Credit (CTC). Your 

letters worked! In December Congress passed the Healthy, Hunger-Free 

Kids Act, a five year renewal of child nutrition programs. President Obama 

signed it into law on December 13, 2010. Immediately after that, the House 

passed the Middle Class Tax Relief Act of 2010, which included tax credits 

for low income workers and protected the Earned Income Tax Credit and 

the Child Tax Credit .
