Celebrating 100 Years In University Circle  
 

The Church of the Covenant, formed in 1920, is the heir of three 

Cleveland city churches. In 1853, thirteen charter members of  

the Old Stone Presbyterian Church founded the Euclid Street 

Church. In 1906, this congregation merged with Beckwith  

Memorial Presbyterian Church  to become Euclid Avenue 

Presbyterian Church.  This congregation dedicated our present 

building, designed by Ralph Adams Cram, in 1911, and in 1920, 

united with Second Presbyterian Church to become the 

Church of the Covenant.  
 

Drawing its membership from throughout greater metropolitan Cleveland, Covenant  

provides spiritual nurture and enrichment through a traditional Presbyterian order of  

worship, with intellectually challenging, scripturally grounded preaching and liturgical 

music that provides for the artistic expression of faith through the Covenant, Chapel, 

Psalter and handbell choirs. Other musical offerings feature our Aeolian -Skinner -

Holtkamp organ, 47 -bell carillon, and the Covenant Choir, often in collaboration with  

musicians from the university, community and other congregations.

Covenant provides opportunities for 

outreach and advocacy, partnering  

with a broad range of local and global 

denominational, ecumenical and  

interfaith human -service organizations 

and advocacy initiatives, including 

membership with InterReligious  

Partners in Action of Greater Cleveland 

(InterAct Cleveland), Northeast Alliance 

for Hope (NOAH), and The Covenant 

Network.  
 

 

Our weekly Saturday Tutoring Program, 

with an average of 100 students and  

as many tutor volunteers, is just one of 

many opportunities to reach out to our 

neighbors.  

 

Christian Education with Children and Youth  

Christian Education for children and youth includes Sunday morning infant and toddler 

care, a Rotation Model church school program, confirmation classes, and youth group  

activities. Each year the children and youth offer a Youth Sunday service of worship, and 

the older youth share their experiences from their annual mission trip.  

Adult Education &  

Spiritual Formation  
 

Opportunities for adults and college  

students include weekly Sunday morning 

Adult Forums, Bible studies, book  

discussions, and Living the Questions , a 

small group exploration of progressive 

Christianity. Covenant also offers  

Education for Ministry (EfM), a four ïyear 

program of lay theological education,  

and is a sponsor of the Cleveland  

Ecumenical Institute for Religious Studies.  
 

Covenant also has a shawl ministry  

group, a monthly Healing Circle, and  

offers individual spiritual direction, along 

with periodically offering special programs  

such as walking our labyrinth and Tai Chi.   
 

The sanctuary is open daily for prayer and  

meditation, and the library, with Internet 

access, is a quiet place for reading and 

study.

The Interfaith Center at Covenant provides 

opportunities for interaction with students 

from different faith traditions. The Muslim 

Student Association, Newman Catholic 

Campus Ministry, and United Protestant 

Campus Ministries are housed in the  

Center, and Hillel Jewish Student Center is 

located in an adjacent building. There is 

also a dedicated multi - faith worship and 

prayer space.
